This tournament falls within the eligible viewing period for NCAA D-I universities
to watch players. Under NCAA guidelines coaches CANNOT, have interaction with
players, parents or coaches. There should be no contact between players, parents, or
team coaches with coaches/scouts from universities. College coaches are expected to
follow all signage and congregate/watch games in designated areas. There will be
separate entrances for participants and collegiate coaches as well.
